FY23 proposal is to fund crack seal and seal coat for majority of Milwaukee, Bitterroot and Grant Creek trails. Minor repairs, pothole filling,
crack sealing, seal coating, and restriping of asphalt parking lots and trails. These services are critical for maximizing useful life of asphalt
and for public safety. In FY22, Parks has secured a Montana Trail Stewardship Grant form Montana State Parks and the matching funds of
$14K will be provided with in Parks annual operating budget. Update - The project is in process of being awarded by Mayor and Council in
amount of +/-$69K. The project is to be completed prior to August 30, 2022. Missoula County will participate in amount of just under $5K to
treat their segment of Grant Creek Trail.

History & Current Status: Impact if Cancelled or Delayed

Continued deterioration of trails and parkling lots without treatments to repair and extend useful life will result in need to fully reconstruct
paved lots and trails at a higher cost and much sooner than need be. Costs continue to rise for construction and materials.
